Cause and Effect Relationships is used to show causal relationships.  

Have students read a piece of text.  Tell students to identify the causes (the reason why something happens) and list them in the boxes on the far left side of the resource sheet.  Then, for each cause, have students identify the effect (what happens as a result of the cause) as well as the after effect and list them in the center and right hand boxes.  The effects can also be described as the “short term effects” while the after effects can be described as the “long term effects.”
