	Grade: 1

	Title: Academic Vocabulary

	Lesson Overview

	Bulleted (include Time, Purpose, Teacher will…)
· Time: 30-45 minutes

· Purpose: Students will develop a definition for unknown words and be able to use them correctly in a discussion.
· Teacher will model, through a text talk of Olivia, how to use context clues to define and use unknown words correctly in a discussion. This would be a day 2/3 lesson.

	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	Locate a copy of Olivia and pre-read to locate the words “wear” and “firm” to model how to use context clues to develop and definition of unknown words.

Materials:

· Text: Olivia by Ian Falconer (Available in Treasures Student Book 1.5 pg. 12-35)
· Treasures Students Book 1.5 pg. 12-35 (1 per student)
· Play-doh/clay (enough for each student)
Other Suggested Texts/Resources:

· Connect Ed link

· Other Tier 2 words that can be used with Olivia are: conclude, bask, supposed, comb, firm, prepared, traits, fantasy, evidence, support, punish

	Lesson Procedure (Suggested language in italics is not intended as a script, but as a tool to help teachers create text dependent questions)
	Rationale

	Assemble students on carpet/discussion area for second read aloud of Olivia. Read up to: “…she even wears herself out”. 

1. Contextualize the word for its role in the story.

Let’s go back to where the author says, “wearing people out”. I want to talk about this word, wear. This word means more than one thing. I know it means to put something on like to wear a coat, but that would not make sense here because you can’t wear people. So, I know when I go for a walk with my family on a really hot day it wears me out, I get tired!!
2. Give Meaning.

To wear means to make something or someone tired.

3. Ask the children to repeat the word so they can create a phonological representation of the word.

Suggestions may be to have the children use a scary voice, whisper voice, echo with a partner, teacher voice, etc.

4. Provide examples in contexts other than the ones used in the story.

Here are some suggested examples:

a) Running at recess wears the kids out before lunch.

b) Listening to the smoke detector beep for an hour wears on my nerves.

c) I wear out my legs walking around the zoo.
5. Children interact with examples or provide their own examples.

Have the students Think, Pair, Share with a partner. Think of a sentence using the word, wear. Turn to your partner and share your sentence. Have your partner explain how your sentence shows what the word, wear, means. After sharing, students will choose their favorite example and the pair that thought of that sentence will write it on a sentence strip to add to the word wall.

6. Ask the children to repeat the word so they can create a phonological representation of the word.

Suggestions may be to have the children use a scary voice, whisper voice, echo with a partner, teacher voice, etc.

7. Encourage the children to interact with the word by creating an activity for interacting with the word.

Have the children create a play-doh model/representation of the word, wear.

	You want to give an example of the word in a different/real life context.

This helps students understand the word used in multiple contexts.

Repeating this step as a way to make the lesson more engaging and fun. 



	Lesson Closure

	Have students do a gallery walk to look at each other’s models.
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
