MODEL LESSON FOR ACADEMIC VOCABULARY
English Language Arts

Grade: 2


	Lesson Overview

	· Time: One 50 minute class period
· Purpose: The purpose of the lesson is for the students to recognize and actively work with new vocabulary words in order to have deep conversations about the text they are reading.  The student will be provided with multiple exposures to each word in order to gain full understanding of the word and be able to use the word appropriately.  The student and teacher will work with a text that relates to the Social Studies curriculum, Unit 3, Lesson 4.  The text was chosen because it relates to the theme of “Making a Difference.”  This academic vocabulary lesson incorporates ideas that relate to the Social Studies curriculum.  
· This lesson is a resource for preteaching vocabulary in a meaningful way before reading.  The lesson incorporates a read aloud.  The teacher can choose to have students read the text independently, read with a partner, or read in reading groups.

	Pre-Assessment:  
Post the words creek and delighted on the board.  Distribute sticky notes to each student and have them brainstorm a list of words, ideas or pictures that come to mind when they hear those two words.  



	Lesson Procedure (Suggested language in italics is not intended as a script, but as a tool to help teachers create a learning environment for understanding academic vocabulary)
	Teacher Information

	Warmup:
(P1) 1.) Introduce the story.  Say, “Today we are going to be reading the story ‘Over the Fence’.  It is about two children named Marcella and Mark who move to a new community and cooperate to make a difference.  Similar to the famous people we have read about in Social Studies, these children worked together to help the community that they live in.  Before we read, we are going to focus on two words that we will read in the story and use while discussing the story.  The first word is delighted.”  Post the word delighted using an index card or sentence strip.  
(P1) 2.)  Contextualize the word for its role in the story.  The teacher could say, “In the story the children heard their mother say, ‘We are delighted to be in our new home.’” 
(P1) 3.)  Explain the meaning of the word.
 The teacher could say, “delighted is when a person feels very happy or excited.”  Post the word delighted with picture support.  The teacher could say “A time when I was delighted, was when I was given a very special gift from my parents.”  
(P1) 5.) Provide examples in contexts other than the one used in the story.
· When I was at work on Valentine’s Day, I felt delighted when I was given Valentine’s from all of my students.  
· I am delighted when I get to eat dinner at my favorite restaurant.  
· The boy felt delighted when he helped clean his grandma’s garage.  
· The student was delighted when she received 100% on her Spelling test.  
(P3) 6.)  Children interact with examples or provide their own examples.
Distribute white boards and dry erase markers to each student.  The teacher can choose to use any medium for drawing or creating representations of the word delighted.  Start by having the student draw what a person would look like when he/she feels delighted.  Give students time to draw for 2-3 minutes.  Have the students share their creations with a partner.  Then, have the students draw an example of something that makes them feel delighted.  Give students time to work and then allow students to share their examples with the class.  Encourage students to use the word delighted in order to explain their example.  
(P2) 7.)  Children say the word again to reinforce its phonological representation.
Have the students repeat the word by singing it, saying it in a silly voice, or whispering it to a neighbor in order to make the lesson more engaging and fun. 
(P3) 8.)  Encourage children to interact with word.
Have the students stand up and show with their face or body a person who is delighted.  
(P1) 9.)  Contextualize the word for its role in the story.  The teacher could say, “in the story the children clean up a creek.”  
(P1) 10.)  Explain the meaning of the word.
The teacher could say, “a creek is a stream or small river.”  Post the vocabulary card.
(P3) 11.)  Ask the children to repeat the word so they can create a phonological representation of the word.
To make the lesson more engaging the teacher could have the students sing the word back to him/her.  The students could say the word in a silly voice.  The students could whisper it to a friend.  The students can clap out the syllables or chant the word.  
(P1) 12.) Provide examples in contexts other than the one used in the story.
· The frog hopped across the creek.  
· On a hot day, I like to cool off by dipping my feet in a creek.  
· The creek ran through the forest.    
· The boy and his friends went fishing at the creek.  
13.)  Children interact with examples or provide their own examples.
Pose the following questions to the students and have them think, pair, and share their responses:
· What is something you would find in or around a creek?
· What is something you could do at a creek?
 Have the students draw a picture of a creek on a white board.  
(P3) 14.)  Children say the word again to reinforce its phonological representation.
Have the students repeat the word by singing it, saying it in a silly voice, or whispering it to a neighbor in order to make the lesson more engaging and fun. 
(P1) 15.) Read the text.  After reviewing vocabulary, read the text aloud to students or in small guided reading groups.  This book can also be accessed online and read to the students.  Focus on specific comprehension skills based on student needs.  

	· There is an optional PowerPoint available that corresponds with this lesson. (P1)
· These words were selected from the text because the students should learn and understand the meaning of the words in order to have rich conversation about the text they read.  Some of the words were taken directly from the text but other words were chosen because they related to the text.  This lesson teaches students two words from the academic vocabulary list above.  Choose appropriate vocabulary words depending on student needs.  
· When giving a definition, make sure it is “kid friendly.”  Teachers will often resort to having students look up words in the dictionary and in most cases the definition is more difficult than the word itself.  
· You may want to use the picture of a creek found in the story.  
· Students may draw the picture of the setting in their reading journal, on white board, post-it, or piece of scratch paper.  
· As the teacher, decide if the students will need instruction on the other vocabulary words that were listed above.  


	Lesson Closure (Post Assessment)
	

	After reading, engage in a class discussion and discuss how the students cooperated to make their community a better place.  Ask students for suggestions of how they can help the in the community they live in.
(P3) Have students choose one of the following activities as a follow up on the vocabulary words.
· Graphic Organizer
· See attached document
· Acrostic Poem
· See attached document
· Vocabulary Map
· See attached document
· Vocabulary Chain
· Have students go back to their desk and take out a pencil, marker and glue stick.  Distribute three pieces of construction paper strips (1 in. wide) to each student.  On the first strip of paper, the students will write the vocabulary word..  On the second strip, the students will write what the word means using the class definition or their own.  On the third strip, use the word in a sentence.  The students will link the strips of paper together using a glue stick, creating a chain.  
· EPR Game
· Distribute an index card to each student.  Have students write the word creek on one side of the card and delighted on the other.
· The teacher will describe the word or give a scenario that relates to one of the words.
· The student will hold up the card that represents the scenario.  
· Check for student understanding when they hold up the card.
· If a student does not show understanding, reteach the vocabulary words in small groups.  
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
