MODEL LESSON FOR ACADEMIC VOCABULARY
English Language Arts

Grade:  3


	Lesson Overview

	Time: One class period 
· Purpose: To integrate academic vocabulary into Social Studies content. 
· The students will extend their understanding of the vocabulary used in the text to develop a connection between Language Arts skills and Social Studies content.
· The student and teacher will work with a text that relates to the Social Studies curriculum, Unit 3, Lesson 6.  The text was chosen because it relates to the theme of “Public Service.”  This academic vocabulary lesson incorporates ideas that relate to the Social Studies curriculum. 
· This lesson is a resource for preteaching vocabulary in a meaningful way before reading.  The lesson incorporates a read aloud.  The teacher can choose to have students read the text independently, read with a partner, or read in reading groups.

	Pre-Assessment:  
(P1)Display picture from page 137 in the Social Studies Alive! PowerPoint. Display the Tier 2 and 3 words with the picture. Ask students to identify images in the picture that match the words (i.e. hydrants with fire truck). Record student ideas under each vocabulary word.


	Lesson Procedure 
	Teacher Information

	Warm –Up
See Pre-assessment. 
Model and Guided Practice

1.) Introduce the story.  Teacher will say, “Today we are going read an article called, ‘What Should I Be?’ It is about different public service careers. Before we read, we are going to focus on two words that we will read in the story and use while discussing the story.  The first word is protect.”  Post the word protect using an index card or sentence strip. 
2.)  Contextualize the word for its role in the story.  The teacher could say, “in the article the police officer and firefighter have a responsibility to protect their community.”  
3.)  Explain the meaning of the word.

The teacher could say, “protect means to guard or to keep safe.”  

(P1) 4.) Make connections in other contexts.
Teacher could say, “I wore a raincoat to protect myself from the rain.”
                              “Sunscreen helps protect you from the sun.”

                              “The girl put her money in her piggy bank to help protect it 

                               from her brother.”

(P1) 5.) Repeat steps 2-4 using the word deliver.
The teacher could say, “deliver means to give.”  

Teacher could say, “The truck driver delivered the package to the house.”
                               “The mayor delivered a speech to the community.”

                              “Mom asked Susie to deliver a note to her teacher.”

(P1) 6.) Read article. 
While reading use context clue strategies to identify the Tier 3 words (officer and hydrant) as well as the highlighted vocabulary words in the article. Reference the sidebar located on the left side of the article regarding context clues.

(P1) 7.) Engage students in cross curricular discussion. Teacher will say, “What connections can you make from this article that relate to our social studies lessons?” Elicit the idea of community services and how they are related to careers mentioned in the article. 

(P1) (P2) 8.) Model vocabulary foldable. Using the word risk model for students how to create the panels of the foldable. Write the word risk on the outside of the panel. Open the panel and explain to the students they have a choice on one side to write their own definition of the word or draw a picture of the word. On the other panel, write the word in a sentence that shows real life context. See teacher example attached. 

Independent Practice

(P3) 9). Distribute foldable template and a vocabulary word to each student. Assign each student one word. Explain to the students that they will become a “Word Specialist”. Just like there are important jobs in the community, there are important jobs in the classroom. The “Word Specialist” will complete one panel of the vocabulary foldable. Review the directions with the students from the model. Allow time for students to independently complete their portion of the foldable. 

(P3) 10.) Jigsaw activity. Put students in groups of four “Word Specialists”, each having a different vocabulary word. (vocabulary words: protect, deliver, officer, hydrant) Students will have a “Community Meeting” to report about their word. While the Word Specialist is reporting, it is the responsibility of the other students to record the information about each word in their own foldable. After all students have reported, individual students should have a completed foldable.

Lesson Closure 

(P1) Revisit the original picture from Social Studies Alive! pg. 137. Determine if students would like to add or remove from the original list of connections to the vocabulary words.

(P1) Read the joke below aloud to the class. Ensure student understanding of the joke with the students. Ask students how our vocabulary words from the reading relate to the joke. 

A little boy was in his house while his mom was cooking.  A fire started 
on the stove.  His mother told him to call 911.  He did and the operator 
asked the little boy, "How do we get there?"


He responded, "Don't you have red fire trucks?"
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Assessment: Foldable with vocabulary words: protect, deliver, officer and hydrant.
Foldable should include definition in word form or picture form and a sentence that reflects student understanding of the word in a real life scenario.



	· (P2) Whole class lesson. Differentiation can occur through presentation of the text (ie partner reading, read aloud, silent reading)

· (P1) Consider using the  document camera to display the foldable while modeling.

· (P3) Differentiation can occur when assigning the vocabulary words.
